For Holiday press “Mode” until a plane
is displayed. (Holiday duration can be
set in advanced settings)
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Press “Menu” then “Edit setting”

MENU
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Your thermostat can turn on and off twice every day.

The first “On” time is when you want your heating to turn on each morning.
The first “Off” time is when you want your heating to turn off each morning.

Use the up and down arrows to set the correct time and temperature.

NOTE: The temperature at “Off” time is maintained. Set to approximately 16°C to prevent
cold floors, or 5°C to keep heating turned off.

Repeat for the on and off in the evening. If you don’t want your heating in the
evening just set the on and off times to be only 1 minute apart.

NOTE: Your heating is set to 5-1-1 (same schedule weekdays, different on weekends).
For a daily schedule, go to Menu > Advanced Settings > Option 5, then change to 7.
